AV Streaming via UPnP-server

A built-in UPnP (Universal Plug and Play) client has been integrated into the CiragoTV
Platinum, which enables it to detect UPnP Media Servers on the local network and browse
and stream their media files.

Installing UPnP Media Server on your PC

There are a lot of free and commercial UPnP Media Server software, such as Windows
